After supervisor and game set-up is complete, all
Gameleaders participate in an essential meeting with the Tournament Director to review
important tournament procedures and arrangements.

Arriving at the tournament site the day of tournament at 7:15am to meet with co-leaders
and supervisors volunteering in your game area.
